Schneider Electric is an Impact company, and as a sustainability enabler, we committed to become Net-Zero across our entire value chain by 2050.
To reach this ambitious target, we’ve developed a clear roadmap with concrete targets, validated in July 2022 by the Science Based Targets initiative.
We are following the “Net-Zero Corporate standard” from the Science Based Targets initiative: it is the reference framework for companies over the world to claim credible climate targets, especially when it comes to the “climate neutrality” concept.

We have three milestones leading to Net-Zero across our value chain by 2050:
